1. THE HOLY SPIRIT CONVICTS AND REVEALS JESUS CHRIST  
 

When he (the Spirit) comes, he will convict the world of its sin, and of God’s 

righteousness, and of the coming judgment. John 16:8 (NLT) 
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That is why the Holy Spirit says, “Today when you hear his voice, don’t harden 

your hearts as Israel did when they rebelled, when they tested me in the 

wilderness…  So I was angry with them, and I said, 

 

‘Their hearts always turn away from me. They refuse to do what I tell them.’ So in 

my anger I took an oath: ‘They will never enter my place of rest.’”  Be careful 

then, dear brothers and sisters. Make sure that your own hearts are not evil and 

unbelieving, turning you away from the living God. Hebrews 3:7-8, 10-12 (NLT) 
 

 

Have mercy on me, O God… blot out the stain of my sins. Purify me from my sins, 

and I will be clean; wash me, and I will be whiter than snow. Create in me a 

clean heart, O God. Renew a loyal spirit within me. Do not banish me from your 

presence, and don’t take your Holy Spirit from me.
